Second Class of the Week

Introductory Activity One: Vocal Warm Ups and Song Review

Title of Sing or Chant: Sing We Now in Joy and Gladness (Ode to Joy)

Materials/ Set Up: - Teacher will sit at the Piano.
                              - Class Stand in an arc around the Piano.


Procedure:  - Students will warm up using Major and Minor Solfege.
                       - Teacher will play a G Major Chord on the Piano
                          Teacher will sing a Tonic Chord using Solfege and Sign language

                          Students Repeat Tonic Chord
                          Teacher sings a Dominant Chord
                          Students Repeat the chord or Solfege
                        
                        - Teacher Plays a G minor chord on the Piano

                           - Repeat steps from before

                   - Students are asked to take out their music for Sing We Now in Joy and 
                     Gladness.
                   - Teacher project the Song for the class to see (Just in case anyone forgot  
                      their music!)

                         - Students will sing the song on “La” first, then sing with the words.
                             

Activity Two:  Orffestration! (12 Min)
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Title of Sing or Chant: Sing We Now in Joy and Gladness (Ode to Joy)

Materials/ Set Up: Set up Orff Instruments in Key of G Major

                              Orff Bass Xylophones (2)

                              Orff Tenor Xylophones (5)

                              Frame/ Hand Drums (5)

                              Recorders (5)


Procedure:  - Students will each stand behind their instruments previously assigned in the week.
                   - Teacher will demonstrate and ostinato pattern for the first 2 phrases of the song on body
                      percussion, then transfer onto Bass and Tenor xylophones

                     - Students with the drums will keep a steady beat (1 rest 3 4)

                   - Students with recorder will play the melody.
                   - All students will sing, then play.

Extension: Students will Improvise over the Ostinato Pattern using 3 Notes (G B and D)

Activity Three: Start Composition Melodies (8 Min)

Title of Sing or Chant: Students will name own Composition

Materials/ Set Up: - Use same set up from the Orff Instruments
                                  - Break students up into groups of 4 with varied Instrumentation

Procedure:  Students are to come up with a melody


                      - Melody must be 16 notes long

                          - Notes may repeat
                      - The Melody must use both quarter and eighth notes
                      - The Melody must contain at least one rest
                      - The Melody Should Start and end on G


Melodies will be worked on the next day
