                             - Xylophone (G A B D...for Bird melody)
                             - Boom Whackers G D and C if extra instruments are needed

- Three Little Birds and Changes Written on Poster board

Procedure: - Point out the chord changes and when they happen

                  - Start the class out on body percussion.

                  - Point out the words where changes happen
                  - Have Bass bars and boom whackers start to play
                  - Show Xylophones repeating bird melody (or just changes)
                  - Sing through song, stress loud and soft dynamics
