Lesson Plan                             Grade: 5th                            Dates: May 4st, 2008

Goals: fluidity on bass bars, xylophone and body percussion; matching pitch; basic form; ensemble skills; cooperation in groups; guided composition of dance/body percussion;


Objectives:

· Fluidity on bass bars, xylophone and body percussion through “The Apple Song” using the Orff Method

· Matching pitch in “The Apple Song” and Punchanella (Play Party Game)

· Basic form will be briefly discussed in “The Apple Song” 

· Ensemble skills demonstrated in “The Apple Song”

Guided composition of dance/body percussion in “The Apple Song” and Punchanella (Play Party Game)
Preparation: D and A bass bars set out; xylophones set-up with D, F#, G and A keys only; 

Activity One: Review Song “The Apple Song”


Procedure:

Teacher : “Mrs. Chroust told us that you all like “The Apple Song” so we are going to dance and play some instruments with that today.”  Review “The Apple Song” using rote method, breaking it up into semi-large sections (15 measures, 8 measures, 23 measures, 8 measures, STOP).  Review form of song as well.  

T: “Alright now we are going to add some movement.  STAND UP!”

Activity Two: Extension Activity of “The Apple Song”


Procedure:

Teacher: “Lets create a dance/body percussion to The Apple Song.  For the first phrase sing as you speak “Red Delicious. McIntosh.  Granny Smith.  Ida Red.  York.  Golden Delicious.  Jonathan.  Northern Spy.  Honey crisp.  Gala.” what should we do?  Can anyone come up with a movement or dance or motion?”

C: students suggest movements and demonstrate.

T: Put movements together and sing song at the same time

Teacher  “Now can you clap on beats 1 & 3 on each measure?” sing song through and clap on 1 & 3 with students

C: sing whole song though, and clap on beats 1 & 3 of each measure

T: “Now let’s move over to the bass bars.  I need two volunteers.”  Bring two children over to bass bars and sit them in front of D and A bars.  “You both will play on beats 1 & 3 like before, but now you will play on these instruments.  You will play on 1 measure and then rest for the next measure, and you will rest for 1 measure then play the next measure.  Lets practice.  Now I need the rest of you to sing, I need to hear your voices helping out.”  Sing through song and cue bass bar students 

C: sing through the song while two students play beats 1 & 3 alternating on the bass bars

Teacher: “Good now lets learn another part.  I’m going to break the class in half, starting from you to you is group one.  Group one will sing the song through while group two, you to you, will sing this part.” Demonstrate the bass ostinato part.  “D_, F#, G, A_.  Now you try”.

C (group two): “D_, F#, G, A_. “

T: “Now lets try it with the whole group.  Remember group one will be singing the song with Brynn and Samantha, while group two will sing this new part with me.”  Sing new ostinato while the rest of the class sings the whole song

C (group one): sing whole song through unchanged as normal

C (group two): sing D_, F#, G, A_. throughout whole song

T: “Now lest switch groups” teach the same part in the same process with group one. “I need four volunteers.” Pick four students. “Does anyone have an idea of what you are going to do?”

C: numerous answers

T: “You will play the part that you just learned on the xylophone.”  Demonstrate.  “Do you think you can do that?  What do the rest of you will do?  That’s right, sing the song.”  Sing the xylophone part 

C (four volunteers): play D_, F#, G, A_ to the rhythm in the song

C (rest of class): Sing song whole way through

T: Split the class into three and play the whole song through with all three different parts (group one- bass bars, group two- xylophones, group three- dancing/body percussion).  Make sure all parts are still singing while they play, if some students can’t that’s fine too.  

Activity Three: Punchanella (Play Party Game) ***if time***


Procedure:

Teacher: Teach the song Punchanella by rote, words are as follows: 

What would you do Punchanella, Punchanella?

What will you do Punchanella in the shoe?

We can do it too Punchanella, Punchanella!

We can do it too Punchanella in the shoe!

Who do you choose Punchanella, Punchanella?

Who do you choose Punchanella in the shoe?

T: after song is learned introduce the motions.  
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
