Process: Music Stations! (20 Minutes plus 5 instructional minutes)

Formation: Students in working in pairs in groups of 6-8

1. Title: Station 1-Mustache Melodies (5 MINUTES)
Focus: Student Peer Evaluation
    Materials: Mustache Mask Cards 

    Procedures: 

· In pairs, students will take turns playing what is 
 on each card. 

· One student will play, and the other will Evaluate
  their playing using the Recorder Doctor Sheet.

2. Title: Station 2-Special Interest Video Instruction (5 MINUTES)
Focus: Inspiring Student Self Motivated Learning
    Materials: Laptops, iPads, or iPod touch loaded with videos

3. Title: Station 3-Evaluation by the Teacher (10 MINUTES)
Focus: Formative Assessment with Teacher
    Materials: Students with Recorders, Au Clair de la BAG, and Recorder Doctor sheets. 

    Procedures:

               - Using the recorder doctor evaluation sheet, each student 

                  will play a part of Au Clair de la BAG, and receive a 
                  written evaluation from the teacher. 

                 - Teachers will record grades, and groups students 
                    according to playing levels in the next class.

4. Title: Concert Preparations (15 Minutes)
Focus: Preparing for the concert.
    Formation: Students standing in their assigned seats (height order)
    Materials: Students with Recorders, Words to songs projected on 
                  screen.

    Procedures: 

               - Sing the following songs in preparation for the concert.

· Seize the Day

· Count on Me

· Home

                  - Stop each song periodically to fix different singing issues.

Assessments:

Formative- Students will peer assess at station 1 for general recorder playing, then the teacher 
                   will give a formative assessment/ progress check to the students at station 4

Summative- The summative assessment for the students will occur prior to the concert to check 
                      student comprehension.
