1. Title: Magic Stick Game
 Focus: Composing and creating with a group
 Formation: Small Riser groups around the room
 Materials:  Rhythm Sticks
                    Rhythm Cards Projected
 Procedures
              - Demonstrate how to do activity with a group to the class
              - Call up “group leader” to get 10 sticks
                     - Explain chimes rule for quiet signals
                     - Groups spread out around the room
                     - Teacher either shows, or says a rhythm. Group Create 
                         the rhythm, raise hands, then start again.
                     
        Rhythm Sticks Passed back, students at assigned seats for “points” 

2. Title: Pease Porridge Hot
 Focus: Memory, hand play, and pulse
     Formation: Grouped by the Piano
       Matetials: Poem projected on screen 
                        
     Procedures: 
                   - Teach the students the nursery rhyme by the piano.
                            - Students offer suggestions for movement
                           - Teacher chunks song together with students
                           - Students perform for teacher while saying the rhyme
                           - Students perform rhyme internally, and show movement.
                               Students return to assigned seats for points.

3. Title: Engine Engine Number Nine
 Focus: Instrument Playing, and Keeping Steady Beat
     Formation: Groups of three in “train” lines
       Materials: Rhythm Sticks, Hand Drums, and Tambourines
     Procedures 
                   - Teacher Sings Entire Song while keeping pulse. 
                            -  Students Repeat while keeping pulse. 
                            -  Teacher Acts out playing on sticks, drums, and 
                                tambourine.

                   - Teacher also demonstrates Resting position, and 
                                switching instruments.
                            - Call students to instruments, and place in 3 lines.
                       Students put instruments away, and return to assigned seats.
4. Title: Follow the Leader
     Focus: Creative Movement. 
     Formation: Students at Riser Seats. Leader in front of class.
     Materials: iTunes- Locomotion- Little Eva
                         
         Procedures:
                      - Teacher demonstrates making creative movement for students to copy
                                 - Teacher calls up individual students to lead the class.

                             Students line up based on quiet riser groups
