Student Agenda:
· I can use forte and piano dynamics in class.

Word/ Music Symbol of the Day:

· Forte and Piano

Process:
1. Title: Scary, Scary Halloween
 Focus: Pulse Review adding Instruments
 Formation: Gathered by the SMART Board.
 Materials: Book- Scary Scary Halloween- Eve Bunting
                    Rhythm Sticks
                    “HALLOWEEN” Spelled on SMART Board.
 Procedures
              - Place the word “Halloween” on the board.
                     - Spell out H-A-L-L-O-W-E-E-N in 6/8 time while pointing 
                        to each letter.
                     - Teacher reads story, and class inserts speech while 
                        tapping rhythm with two fingers.
                     - Pass out Rhythm Sticks to students following along in 
                        story. Read story again, with Rhythm Stick part Added.
                     
                   Rhythm Sticks Passed back, Explain next Activity 

2. Title: Who?
 Focus: Singing with Forte and Piano
     Formation: SMART board to learn song-Circle to play.
       Matetials: Cards with “Forte” and “Piano” printed. 
                        “Owl” (bean bag) to hide behind someone in the circle.
     Procedures: 
                   - Teach the students the song by the piano.
                            - Students make a circle, and the game begins
                            - Lead student starts in the middle with eyes closed
                           - Teacher hides the “owl”
                           - Lead Student opens eyes and walks the circle to the beat.
                           - Class sings at a “Piano” level while student is walking, and 
                              Forte level when student passes the OWL. 
                           - Teacher holds up cards to guide classroom dynamics.
                           - Student stops and gets three guesses. 
                           - Next Leader is chosen

                With students in a seated circle, teach next chant, and activity
3. Title: Trick or Treat
 Focus: Pulse Review adding Forte vs Piano
     Formation: Circle
       Materials: Playground Ball
     Procedures 
                   -Using the Words “Bounce/Catch,” Teacher models half 
                               note pulse for students while saying the poem; 
                                        Take a turn and pass the ball.
                                        Favorite candy? Tell us all.
                            -  Students echo.
                            -  Bounce Pass Ball to a Student Soloist who says his/her 
                                favorite candy at the dynamic level given by the              

                      teacher (Forte or Piano) “Mine is snickers” 
                            - Reinforce that Forte is NOT SHOUTING!
                            - Ball is always passed back to the teacher.
                          Students walk from circle to the SMART Board.
4. Title: Hungarian Dance #3
     Focus: Form and finding the “Forte” section (C).
     Formation: SMART Board
     Materials: iTunes- Hungarian Dance #3 (Game Plan 2nd-Track 8)
                          Visual Aid with the Form written on the SMART Board.
         Procedures:
                      - Tell the class: “The recoding you are about to hear tells a story.”
                                 - “The A section represents Trick-or-Treaters on a Halloween night.”
                                 - “Raise your hands and tell me what you think happens in part B”
                                 - “Then raise your hands and tell me what Dynamic level you hear at part C” (Forte)

                                 -  Listen to the recording 3 times and have students act out the story they came up 
                                     with.

Formative- Throughout the class, I will assess the students’ ability to differentiate between 
                    Forte and Piano dynamic levels both as a soloist, and as a group.

Summative- Dynamics: Forte and Piano will be added to a summative written assessment in 
                     November.
